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Higher Education Regional Councils

 The membership of each Regional Council is comprised of presidents or
designated representatives of each participating public and independent
institution within the region.

* A Council Chair is elected by the members.
 The term of service for the Council Chair is also determined by the members.

* Regional Councils are expected to meet annually each spring to perform
their designated duties.

* Any business that arises during other times of the year may be conducted
electronically at the discretion of the Council Chair.

* It is the responsibility of the Chair to inform members of the region of the
date, time, and location of the spring council meeting.
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Responsibilities of HERC

* Reviewing the proposed off-campus, lower-division course
and program offerings of each member public institution as
presented in their Off-Campus Instruction Plans.

* Resolving any disputes associated with the proposed off-
campus, lower-division course offerings, excluding dual credit.

« Studying cooperatively the various methods of providing
lower-division, off-campus instruction, and promoting the use
of those methods which support quality and promise the most
effective and efficient use of state resources.
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Off-Campus Instruction Plan

An Off-Campus Instruction Plan must be submitted to the
Regional Council by each public institution of higher
education that is planning to offer off-campus, lower-
division courses, clinicals, and/or programs in that region.

Community colleges: (in service area, dual credit, and clinical and employer
exceptions require notification, out of service area require approval)

a) lower-division, formula funded credit and non-credit courses (including dual
credit and clinicals) that are offered off-campus, face-to-face and/or
electronic-to-groups in Texas, both within and outside of their service area;

b) all lower-division, workforce credit and continuing education courses
(including dual credit and clinicals) that are offered off-campus, face-to-face
and electronic-to-groups in Texas, both within and/or outside of their service
area;

c) all associate and certificate programs offered off-campus, face-to-face and/or
electronic-to-groups in Texas, both within and outside of their service area;
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Off-Campus Instruction Plan

Technical colleges and Lamar two-year institutions:

a) lower-division, formula funded credit and non-credit courses
(including dual credit and clinicals) that are offered off-campus,
face-to-face and/or electronic-to-groups in Texas;

b) associate and certificate programs offered off-campus, face-to-
face and/or electronic-to-groups in Texas;
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Off-Campus Instruction Plan

Universities and health-related institutions:

a) lower-division, formula funded credit courses (including for-credit
extension courses, dual credit courses, and clinicals) that are
offered off-campus, face-to-face and/or electronic-to-groups in
Texas;

b) lower-division credit courses (including for-credit extension
courses, dual credit courses, and clinicals) that are offered on
campus as self-supporting courses.
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Exceptions to HERC Review

All off-campus, lower-division courses and programs offered by community
colleges, universities, health-related institutions, public technical colleges,
and Lamar State CoIIeges shall be reviewed by the Higher Education
Regional Council serving each site proposed to receive instruction, except
for the following:

* Off-campus, lower-division courses and programs, including clinicals,
offered by a community college within its service area;

« Off-campus, lower-division dual credit courses offered by a community
college, university, health-related institution, public technical college,
and/or Lamar State College that have been requested by a school district
and/or high school; and
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Exceptions to HERC Review

University off-campus and community college out of service area, lower
division clinical courses which meet all of the following conditions:

* The student(s) enrolled in the clinical course is(are) already employed by
the clinical facility where the course is being taken;

« The clinical facility provides the institution of higher education offering
the course with written verification that there will be no reduction in the
number of clinical opportunities available for use by area institutions;

* The institution of higher education offering the course shall notify the
appropriate Regional Council(s) and provide the Regional Council(s) with
the written verification from the clinical facility.
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Exceptions to HERC Review

Off-campus or out of service area credit or noncredit workforce education or lower-division
programs offered by a community college, university, health-related institution, public technical
college, and/or Lamar State College which meet all of the following conditions:

 An employer provides written documentation to the Regional Council that it solicited an
agreement with a public institution of higher education within the uniform service region to
offer the workforce education or lower-division program(s) at a site requested by the employer;

 The employer and public institution of higher education initially solicited by the employer
provide written documentation to the Regional Council certifying that an agreement that
meets the employer's specifications to offer the workforce education or lower-division
program(s) at the site requested by the employer was not finalized within six weeks after the
employer's initial written solicitation requesting the institution to offer the program;

* Aninstitution of higher education selected by the employer provides written documentation to
the Regional Council that it has entered into an agreement with the employer to offer the
workforce education or lower-division program(s) at the site requested by the employer.
